Program Description

The Plumbing Level | certificate program at Central Arizona College provides students with foundational knowledge
and hands-on skills required for entry-level positions in the plumbing trade. Aligned with the nationally recognized
NCCER curriculum, this program emphasizes safety, basic plumbing tools, pipe systems, plumbing math, drawings,
and code requirements. Students will learn how to install, maintain, and repair piping systems in residential,
commercial, and industrial environments. Upon successful completion of this certificate, students will earn NCCER
credentials, making them more competitive in the workforce and providing a clear pathway for advancement into
higher-level certifications and apprenticeship programs. Introduction to the Plumbing Profession, Plumbing Safety
and Tools, Plumbing Math and Drawings, Plastic, Copper, and Cast-Iron Pipe Systems, Fixtures and Drain, Waste, and
Vent (DWV) Systems, Introduction to Water Distribution Systems. Graduates will be prepared for entry-level
employment in the plumbing industry or for continued training in Central Arizona College Plumbing Level Il certificate
using the NCCER plumbing curriculum.
