49 out of 73 (67%) students were able to answer one question relating to the tutoring session.




Spring 2020:
22 out of 33 (66%)  
students were able to answer the evidence of learning question

AY 2019-20 total = 
71 out of 106 students answered the evidence to learning question

We need to increase the amount of sessions in which we ask students our “Evidence of Learning” question to have a better representative sampling of our students.

Due to the Covid-19 pandemic and tutoring going totally virtual, continued conducting of surveys was affected and the adjustment to the virtual environment became paramount
